1. Written applications for booth space are currently being accepted. Vendor Confirmation Packets will be sent
one week prior to the event.

2. For each pouring location, you will be provided with one table/countertop to pour from. You are responsible
for staffing, assembling, and dismantling your pouring location, and furnishing any equipment and supplies
(including dump buckets). We encourage you to stage and decorate your booth appropriately. Display items
should not interfere with the flow of traffic. Pouring locations will be assigned after acceptance of application
by Downtown Campbell’s Wine Walk Chairperson.

3. Set up will start at 3:30 pm and must be set up by 4:30 pm. Booth spaces not set up by 4:30 pm will be
forfeited. Clean up will begin promptly at 9:00 pm. Booth/Tables may not be taken down prior to 9:00 pm, no
exceptions.

4. You agree to follow all local and California state laws, including but not limited to the State Board of
Equalization rules regarding resale numbers and all Health Department Regulations. Resale numbers must be
supplied with the application. A copy of your temporary seller’s permit or resale license must be on display on
the day of the event.

5. Vendor agrees to clean up their vendor space prior to leaving the event.

6. In the unlikely event that Downtown Campbell’s Wine Walk 2010 cannot be held, the DCBA is not
responsible for any costs or inconveniences this may have caused you.
